Fundraising Requirements

Updated 4/12/2010

Any registered, or registered but not yet attached J-Hawk, swim family is responsible for all J-Hawk fundraising requirements, to include: fundraising profits or donations to meet requirements per session when swimming/training in part or whole of session, and attendance and full participation in swim meet and triathlon obligations as specified in policy.  
Any swimmer/family participating during Sept-Mar session is responsible for fundraising profits or minimum donation of $100 and full participation at all swim meet and triathlon events during said session.  (If a NEW family starts at any time after the Sept.-Mar start date in the fall session, or after the April start date for the spring/summer session the fundraising amount will be pro-rated accordingly.) 
If families should start after the Triathlons, either in the Fall or Spring, that family is required to attend and fully participate in the following triathlon fundraising event and all other events as required by policy or be assessed the “fee” for not fulfilling requirements (swim meet or event obligations) as outlined in policy. (Even if your swimmer is in a high school season)
Fundraising Sessions and donation/fundraising profit requirements are:


1.
September through March- Fall/Winter, or SCY season- $100.00

April through August-Spring/Summer, or LCM season- $50.00
As always, the minimum fundraising amount of $150.00 can be met in any session or by donation.  FYI-To encourage more fundraising-each family can earn a credit on their escrow account in the following manner: A 25% credit on any dollar amount over the $150.00 minimum will be applied to your escrow in August following the LCM season.
